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The top three reasons kids play a sport are to have fun, make new friends and learn new skills. The game is for the kids, and parents will encourage the players to have fun to keep the sport in perspective. Set a good example of sportsmanship for the players. Show respect for all involved in the game including staff, coaches, players, opponents, opposing fans, and referees. Understand that staff, officials, coaches, and players make mistakes. I will refrain from questioning, insulting, screaming, and sideline coaching or I and/or my player can be asked to leave the game and have a possible suspension due to my actions. There is also no smoking of any substances, no drinking of alcoholic beverages, and no use of any form of illegal drugs at games or practices.

The South Jeffco Sports Association (henceforth known as SJSA) Code of Conduct is strict and serious in our sports. All people [to include coaches, parents, players, spectators, officials, staff & board members] associated with the game are always expected to act with sportsmanship, dignity, respect for others and conduct themselves in a professional manner is all duties as it pertains to SJSA.

Poor sportsmanship includes, but is not limited to:
-Arguing with coaches, officials, teammates, opponents, spectators or staff.
-Using threatening or profane language
-Baiting or taunting coaches, officials, teammates, opponents, spectators or staff.
-Unsafe play
-Uncontrolled behavior
-Slanderous comments made toward any player, parent, coach, staff, association and/or vendor in any form (in person, via social media, etc.)

Poor sportsmanship or unprofessional acts will carry, at a minimum, any or all of the following consequences:
Verbal warning
Written warning with a plan of action to correct the behavior. This may also include a suspension from practices and/or games.
Dismissal from the team.
Dismissal from the program [SJSA and all coaching duties]

We, parent/guardian(s) and player, have discussed the SJSA Code of Conduct and agree to abide by it. We understand that there is no refund or recourse for dismissal from our SJSA program as a consequence of breaking this Code of Conduct.
